CHRIST FOR YOUR CITY INVITED TO  KAZAKHSTAN 

On his last trip to Germany, Michael was asked by Pastor Zelmer 
to assist in the training of pastors in Kazakhstan. Kazak by birth, 
Zelmer immigrated to Germany and in the last year planted two 
churches back in his homeland. The life of pastors in Kazakhstan 
is extremely difficult. The lingering mindsets and spiritual strong-
holds of Communism, substance abuse and domestic violence are 
out of control. Pastor Zelmer said, “your life message of raising 
fathers and releasing sons is precisely what pastors need in     
Kazakhstan. Pastors grew up saturated in the lies of Communism. 
Today they lead their churches from a dictatorial mindset. These 
leaders are fatherless, the people are wounded and many feel like 
giving up. Michael, please to minister in the area of becoming 
fathers, not just leaders.” Kazakhstan is bordered by Russia, 
Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, China and Kyrgyzstan. As part of the 
former USSR, the people are poor and 50% of the population is 
Muslim. They are desperate for meaning in life. We need to give 
them help and hope. Michael will minister in 3 large cities where 
key pastors and leaders will come together. This is most intense 
missionary trip Christ For Your City has ever had the privilege to 
be a part of. Pastors will be trained and ministered to ‘one-on-
one’. The hardships of this trip are undeniable and we need your 
help! Michael will be in Kazakhstan from August 30 to Sept. 12. 
Help make this vital ministry a reality by sponsoring the training, 
ministry and impartation of at least one pastor. $100 will train a 
pastor. Prayerfully consider sponsoring several pastors. 

GERMANY & ENGLAND  
Upon completion of the ministry in Kazakhstan, Michael will be 
ministering in the UK and Germany where he will be joined by 
Ann. The Lord has allowed us to nurture many relationships so

MAYOR INVITES CFYC TO MINISTER IN COMMUNITY 
We’ve been invited by Mayor Mary Pilurtuut of Kangirsujuaq, 
Nunavik, to lead the Back to Eden Seminar for the entire town 
from October 2~10. The event will be held in the community  
centre so that people who may not be comfortable walking into a 
church building will come to receive healing and hope from the 
Lord for themselves and families.  
 
The suicide rate in Nunavik is six times the national average.  The 
people live in poverty and despair, with widespread depression, 
addictions and abuse.  Ann and I will be in the Arctic for Thanks-
giving week ministering to these beautiful people. We will teach 
each evening and then throughout each day we will minister to 
individuals. We need your prayers for stamina and endurance  
during this packed schedule.  
 
The Back to Eden manual is being translated into the language of 
the Inuit. The mayor, after receiving freedom in our seminar said, 
“This is what we need. Our people need to learn how to act as 
families!” We have waited for the fulfillment of prophetic words 
that described civic authorities requesting help from the Body of 
Christ because the Church was demonstrating life giving solutions 
that work. We are beginning to walk in that season! PTL! 
 
 
SOME FINAL THOUGHTS 
Whether in the Arctic, a Baptist 
Church in Alberta or an Armenian 
Church in Toronto, people are all the 
same. Many are discouraged or    
bewildered as they attempt to make 
sense of the circumstances that they 
face day to day. 
 
Anxiously seeking counsel and or 
freedom, pastors share deep wounds 
or concerns from their hearts until 
the wee hours of the morning, asking us to minister into their 
lives. Some have carried this baggage for years. Still others over-
whelmed with circumstances at home or church, cry out for      
fellowship and counsel. We are well aware that it is only God that 
can speak into these situations, and time after time He amazes us 
by doing just that. 
 
When in Alberta last month, I called Ann and shared with her that 
I sensed God was going to unexpectedly open new doors of    
international ministry. I explained to her there were no natural 
events that could predispose me to such a thought. The next day I 
was sitting in an impromptu meeting across the table from a man I 
had never met before. In that meeting he proceeded to ask if we 
would prayerfully consider assisting them, in several global   
cities where they were working to help develop citywide prayer  
strategies! Whether this opportunity comes to fruition at this time 
is not the issue, but rather that we are each ready to obey as God 
opens doors! Thank you for sending us with your love, prayer and 
finances.
