 Many ask us, “where are you off to 
next?” It touches us deeply to realize that 
“where we are” and “what we are doing” 
matters to so many of our family and 
friends in the body of Christ. Many times 
in our walk of faith the Lord has not made 
a point of speaking to us about events,  
projects or journeys too far in advance of 
them taking place. There have been and 
will most likely continue to be times where 
this style of journey frustrated and even 
agitated me. 

 Sometimes 
our journey of faith 
is like the photo 
shown to the right 
taken as Ann and I 
traveled from Leip-
zig to Bielefeld, 
Germany. Each of 
us are in fact on a 
set of tracks and we absolutely going some 
where! But, we don’t necessarily know 
when or where the Lord will design what 
we may consider an ‘unscheduled curve’ in 
the journey. As much as it is always      
exciting to walk with the Lord, sometimes 
He sets our lives on a set of tracks that  
limits the view of our immediate future let 
alone the long term goal. All of us will 
have times where the distance of our vision 
is limited by the course of our tracks. 

 With those thoughts in mind, I now 
come to the heart of this article: “Where to 
Next?” Over the course of the past two or 
three years, a reoccurring theme around our 
board table and in our communication as a 
ministry to our supporters, is that the Lord 
is opening more doors and nations than we 
could have ever imagined. Traveling to 
Asia, ministering in the extreme cold     
circumstances of the Canadian Arctic or 
ministering in Europe on fourteen separate 
trips within seven years was never part of 
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our vision when we started Christ For Your 
City in July, 1995. 

 We saw the gargantuan (really big) 
needs within Canada. The fact that our na-
tion spans 5.5 time zones with only 10% of 
the population of the United States should 
have been a hint to the enormity of the 
task. The financial or spiritual challenges 
that continually presented themselves as 
reasonable deterrents to turn back were 
never a consideration! We just began call-
ing the church in the nation of Canada to 
10 years of “120 Days of Prayer For Your 
City” . We introduced “Lighthouse Prayer 
Homes” and “PrayerWalk Canada” as tools 
to be used in local congregations and 
within the citywide church. From those 
humble beginnings of listening to God’s 
voice, we began traversing the nations   
preparing pastors and leaders to see their 
cities transformed by Jesus Christ. 

 There we were, a young couple 
with a vision far more unbelievable and 
unattainable than you can imagine. Yet, as 
we stepped out of the boat of our ‘comfort 
zone’ we found ourselves walking on the 
water! We didn’t think about it, we just did 
it. We didn’t think we were prepared for it, 
but God opened the doors and we walked 
through them as if it was the way He had 
planned it from before the foundation of 
the earth. When we look back on the past 
thirteen years, we marvel at the faithfulness 
of God take us from points of ‘little faith’ 
to places of the miraculous. At that time in 
Canada many were desperate to walk by 
faith towards unity and transformation. 

 Unexpectedly however, many of 
those same churches and cities began    
hitting solid brick walls of resistance. It 
was during this time of discouragement 
that the Lord spoke deeply into our spirit. 
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The Lord has always desired that believers walk in unity 
allowing each other to grow in the expression of faith the 
Lord birthed. But, in our panic to see unity established so 
that transformation could soon follow, we missed the 
foundation cornerstone of “relationship within the new 
covenant.” For biblical unity to be established, trusting, 
accountable relationships need to be the underpinning of 
moving forward. 

 Seasons of discouragement, resistance and even 
conflict will rise against us to challenge to the core of our 
being our calling and the faithfulness of God. At times, the 
challenges seem heavier than one can bear. When those 
times come and they always do, we need to have settled 
within us the central values of faith, perseverance and 
trust. 

 In our journey of faith, we will usually find our-
selves in one of two positions. Without a doubt we would 
prefer one over the other. Many times we would hope that 
in fact we would have our arms around a knight clad in 
armour (see photo 1) ready to protect us no matter what 
the enemy or foe. Truth be known, at times, we stand ‘in 
hope’ with nothing more than a skeleton (see photo 2) of 
what we thought we had. Raising these thoughts is not to 
bring fear, condemnation or judgment in anyway against 
us, but to alert us to the ease with which the enemy can 
cause us to miss the intended protection and blessing of 
the Lord in our lives. 

 So, where to next? We have been sensing the  
leading of God in a couple of specific areas. In this season 
of great upheaval and breakthrough for the Kingdom of 
God we must increase prayer coverage for Christ For 
Your City and our family. For greater battles to be won, 
greater reinforcements of prayer are needed. If you would

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much.” (James 5:16) The New Living Translation says 
“The earnest prayer of a righteous person has great 
power and produces wonderful results.” We have seen 
the Lord produce His wonderful results as we travel and 
minister and we give Him thanks, honor and glory! At 
the same time, we desire greater breakthroughs in the 
future. 

Our second challenge is to establish a storehouse for 
kingdom ministry. The storehouse principle is utilizing 
the biblical benchmark used by Joseph, to prepare for 
times or seasons that we don’t yet see, but we know they 
will come. The calling and anointing of God upon Christ 
For Your City is to prepare pastors and leaders to see 
their cities transformed by Jesus Christ. 

 Let me explain how our calling is multiplying! 
We currently have invitations to minister in Vietnam, 
China, Kazakhstan, Guatemala, India and Nigeria to 
mention a few. These invitations are not from random 
unknown people or ministries, but are qualified calls for 
us to minister to pastors and leaders in these nations. 

 In late April we were asked to partner with a 
ministry in Germany as they prayerfully plan a leader-
ship conference in Kazakhstan for pastors and leaders 
from Turkey, Iran, Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Lebanon, 
Israel and Kazakhstan. Most of the men and women who 
will come, will travel from nations where persecution 
lashes out at the church! Pastor Ewald Zelmer received 
two phone calls the day he met with Ann and me before 
we returned to Canada. The calls were from pastors in 
Kazakhstan telling him that the communist police force 
of the former USSR, (the KGB) were again operating in 
their nation. They aren’t arresting people yet, but they 
are using psychological tactics to bring pressure and fear 
upon young believers and pastors. 

 Why do I mention a discouraging report like 
this? Every coin has two sides. Yes, it is discouraging to 
consider that the doors of nations could again be closed 
to the Gospel. However, the Good News is that we have 
open doors to these places right now! Jesus said, “We 
must quickly carry out the tasks assigned us by the one 
who sent us. The night is coming, an then no one can 
work.” (John 9:4 NLT) I believe we must be led by the 
Holy Spirit, (Romans 8:14) moving forward in one    
accord (Acts 2:1) at the invitations of pastors while the 
doors to their nations remain open! In the near future we 
will seen nations that are currently open for the Gospel,

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shut their doors tight! 

 In no way are we speaking negative words, but 
rather we are processing prophetic biblical signs of the 
times. Read Matthew 24:6-9; 13-14 NLT below. 

 We all want to hear the Father say: “Well done, 
my good and faithful servant. You have been faithful in 
handling this small amount, so now I will give you 
many more responsibilities.” (Matthew 25:21)  

 Ann and I are aware in our spirit that 
prophetic biblical times are upon us! There-
fore, to complete the assignments distributed 
by the Holy Spirit in the timing of Father 
God’s master timetable, we must begin    
preparing now for more invitations that could 
seem ‘last minute’ in the natural realm, but in 
the spirit, though last minute, they will not be 
rushed! In fact it is time that we as a ministry 
are ready for the quickening pace of God’s 
timetable. That is why we need to implement 
the “Storehouse Principle.” 

 We are readying ourselves for every assignment 

Father God calls us to carry out. Last year while in South 
East Asia, we were asked to train 300 pastors from the 
underground church networks! Pastors are discriminated 
against by the government and are unable to acquire   
decent jobs to support their families. We underwrote the 
costs of transportation, food, accommodation and transla-
tion costs, so that these precious people could be trained. 
They are currently waiting for us to return to continue 
training them. We have also been asked to train hundreds 
of pastors from all over Central Asia this September. 

 These are missionary opportunities that require 
us to underwrite in some cases not only our own travel 
and living costs, but those of the pastors we will train. 
These men and women are giving their lives to see their 
nations transformed by Jesus Christ! We must stand with 
the underground and persecuted churches globally. 

 As I come to the end of this longer than expected 
article, I do so realizing the magnitude of our next steps 
as a ministry. In the midst of declaring our readiness to 
“go into all the world to preach the Good News to every-
one” (Mark 16:15) we must have our “storehouse” ready 
to assist those in extreme or difficult whenever possible 
as the Lord leads.

many hands are needed for this God sized task and  
calling! God bless you for sending us to the nations! 

And you will hear of wars and threats of wars, but 
don’t panic.

Nation will go to 
war against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. 
There will be famines and earthquakes in many 
parts of the world. But all this is only the first of the 
birth pains, with more to come. Then you will be 
arrested, persecuted, and killed. You will be hated 
all over the world because you are my followers. 
But the one who endures to the end will be saved. 
And the Good News about the Kingdom will be 
preached throughout the whole world, so that all 
nations will hear it; and then the end will come.
